St. Catharines Stamp Club Circuit Information
The St. Catharines Stamp Club operates a Club Circuit for the benefit of our members and guests. A quality Circuit attracts new members and helps retain existing members. Here is some general information about how the circuit operates to accomplish this goal.

1. Any paid up member of the Club can submit to the Circuit. The Club provides the pre-printed pages upon which the stamps are to be mounted and priced. No other sheets permitted.
2. The Circuit Manager assigns each participant in the Circuit with a specific ‘Owner’s Circuit #”. This number is permanent. The contributor must insert this number on every circuit sheet submitted (top left). The book number and page number are filled in by the Circuit Manager.
3. Members can submit packages of stamps at the discretion of the Circuit Manager (please ask first). These must carry the ‘owner’s circuit # and be priced (to sell).

4. For each page (or item) submitted there is a fee of 5 cents. This fee helps cover the costs of supplies (boxes, cart, hinges, etc.) as well as some of the costs associated with losses (stamps fall out, are damaged, theft, etc.).

5. Members should price their stamps reasonably (5 cent increments recommended). In general, items priced close to catalogue value rarely sell. Ask the Circuit Manager what prices sell the best (or look through the books). 
6. Some countries have a lot (surplus) of common material while others have little to offer. Ask the Circuit Manager what is selling (country, era, topic, etc.) and what is lacking (little or no material but for which there may have been requests) and what is there in surplus (don’t put in real common stuff in quantity) and no common damaged stamps (we all goof but try and take care). 
7. The Circuit charges a fee of 10% on all items sold. The fee is shared between the Circuit Manager (an honorarium for many hours of dedicated service) and the Club (the split and the fee is set by the Club and may change from time to time).

8. Payments to contributing club members are made (usually) between the end of June and early Sept. each year. The payment is 90% of the total value of the stamps sold on behalf of the contributor.
9. Circuit pages where all of the stamps have been sold are removed but not returned. In general, circuit pages may be returned to the owner during the 3rd summer (at the Circuit Manager’s discretion) or when the pages have been reduced to 6 or fewer stamps. Returned items can always be placed on fresh, full pages and re-submitted. This policy helps keep the circuit looking attractive. Often items sells better from full pages. Historically, 60% to 70% of sales occur during the first year after the sheet is submitted. Generally, if stamps have not sold in 3 years, it is time to pull the sheet and place these on new pages because many collectors do not look at material that is ‘dated (the Circuit pages are dated when received). New pages are eagerly sought as every meeting and the Circuit Manager lists these for member convenience. 

10. The Circuit accepts new pages at every meeting. There is a larger need for pages in Sept. after the summer clean out has been completed. In addition, the Club is involved in a Club Fair each Oct. where circuits are the primary attraction. Additionally Circuits do go to other Clubs’ meetings, our annual bourse etc.

11. Every member who elects to submit pages to the Circuit must sign a form (attached) declaring what the Club shall do with his/her pages and proceeds from sales under certain circumstances (move, quit, death etc.).

12. The Club does accept donation pages. These pages shall be number ‘1’ and the fee for submission is waived.

Sales Circuit Agreement
